market stalls for National Science Week, but we also co -hosted our annual joint Dinner with A
Scientist event at Graduate House with our partnership organisation ANZAAS. We began an am-

bitious new 3 -way science outreach collaboration with the Royal Society of Victoria and The
Field Trip for students aged 10 -17, as well as provided our YSA staff in support of the Strength-
